MILTON MX PARK CIRCUIT REGULATIONS

1. Bikes MUST NOT BE STARTED BEFORE 9:50am and must stop at 17:00pm on Saturday and 16:00pm on Sunday.

2. NO  open fires are permitted on site.  BBQs may be used with care, raised off the ground and must be disposed in the designated ash bin and not in the waste bins – fire hazard!

3. On no account must any person ride if under the influence of alcohol or having taken drugs or medication likely to impair their ability to ride.   Milton Malsor MX Park reserves the right to refuse entry to individuals if this regulation has been breached or if individuals appear to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs. 
4. Every Rider MUST sign a disclaimer form before being allowed on the track. Parents wanting to go trackside as a pick up marshal need to sign on before going inside perimeter of track and will need to wear a Hi vis. 

5. Children must be fully supervised at all times whilst on site ensuring that no damage is sustained to areas of the venue. 

Children must not enter the inner perimeter of the track unless accompanied by an adult. 

No one is permitted inside the perimeter of the track whilst Tractors or Diggers are working. 

6. Dogs are welcome but must be kept under control and on leads at all times and all waste picked up please.

7. ALL litter must be deposited in bins and black bags provided. 


8. No disposal of any chemicals, including toilet waste and used bike oil anywhere on the site.  

9. All riders must wear approved protective wear including crash helmet, front and back body armour, boots and gloves.  Random checks may be held on your machinery and clothing at any time during practice/race sessions.   
10. Due to noise restrictions, no bike should be higher than 96db.


11. Camping facilities are available from 4PM the day before. All generators must be turned off by 10pm and not restarted before 7.30am. Camping is free. 
GATE WILL BE CLOSED AT 9PM SO PLEASE ARRIVE BEFORE THIS.
12. Use of electric bikes is forbidden at this venue, this is due to our insurance policy. Please do not let children ride any revvi/ amped type electric bikes in the paddock. 

13. NO RIDING IN THE PADDOCK, No excuses. This rule is for the safety of the spectators and children, as well as you the rider.
